ARRIVAL DURING THE OFFICE HOURS OF THE ACCOMMODATIO N OFFICE:

If you arrive during the office hours of the Accomdation Office, go directly there, pay the rent floe remaining days in
September/February (October/March rent is parhefdeposit), sigh your Accommodation Contract agidygur key. Please,
note that during September and in early Octobergtvill be many students visiting the Accommodai@ffice in its office
hours — please, do not get discouraged by the guedeont of the office.

FRIDGE (= LEDNICE):

Usually, the rooms are equipped with a small fridgared by the two inhabitants. If you do not fanffidge in your room,
please, ask in the Accommodation Office orHmspodyd (= housekeeper in charge of your building) if oneuld be
available for you.
