ARRIVAL DURING THE OFFICE HOURS OF THE ACCOMMODATIO N OFFICE:

If you arrive during the office hours of the Accomdation Office, go directly there, pay the rent floe remaining days in
September/February (October/March rent is parhefdeposit), sign your Accommodation Contract agidygur key. Please,
note that during September and in early Octoberetlvill be many students visiting the Accommodatiffice in its office
hours — please, do not get discouraged by the guaudeont of the office. We will do our best torathistrate everyone as fast
as possible.

March rent should have been covered by your traméfdeposit and approximate first month’s rente fayment is possible
in cash (in Czech crowns) or by card.

BED LINENS (= POVLE CENI), TOWELS:

Upon your arrival, a fresh set of bed linens wél frepared on your bed; pillow and blanket willgpevided as well. You can
get your bed linens changed for clean ones eacheksv(see the appropriate note at the receptitimedbuilding of \étrnik
Hall of Residence you are living in as to the riate of the bed linens exchangerféna povieeni).

Towels and kitchen towels are not provided. Plelsieg your own towels and kitchen towels with you.

LAUNDRY AND HANGING ROOMS (= PRADELNA A SUSARNA):

You will find laundry and hanging rooms in the basat of each building of &trnik Hall of Residence. Pick up the key for
the laundry and/or hanging room from the receptibyour building. The fee for use of the laundrpmois 10 CZK / 30
minutes (students usually pay up to 30 CZK for ame of the laundry). There are also cloth dryingksaavailable in each
laundry room.

BATHROOMS AND TOILETS (= KOUPELNY A ZACHODY):
The absolute majority of the rooms in th&tviik Hall of Residence share the bathroom anettddcilities in the corridor.

While there is a set of bathroom and toilet fai@fitat both ends of the corridor (one originallyanefor female and one for

male students), Czech students inhabitigtgnik Hall of Residenchave decided it would be easier for them to simiplythe

- bathroom/toilet closer to their room. This is whg vask you for your kind
understanding that bathrooms and toilets on bottiseof the corridor can be

sometimes used by both males and females. Pleamember to lock the door to

KITCHEN (= KUCHYN K):

On each floor there is a kitchen available for shedents. It is equipped with an
electrical stove, sometimes including an oven. &lae no kitchen utensils (such
as pans, plates, cups, glasses, etc.) providedsmged to bring/buy your own
set. Pleaseglean the kitchenafter you have used it to avoid payinfire.

The rooms are alsdo be cleaned by the accommodated students.




FRIDGE (= LEDNICE):

Usually, the rooms are equipped with a small fridgared by the two inhabitants. If you do not fanftidge in your room,
please, ask in the Accommodation Office or lmspodyd (= housekeeper in charge of your building) if oneuld be
available for you. The renting fee of the fridgegproximately 70 CZK / 1 month.

REPAIRS (= OPRAVY):

INTERNET (= INTERNET):

To access the internet in your room, you need tore@gistered at your host faculty and get your etdD/ISIC card of
Charles University issued. When the student calidowiissued for you, you will also receive the egx code for the internet
connection in your room at theznik Hall of Residence. Please, remember to byowg LAN cable with you (the provided
internet connection is LAN one).

There is a small fee for using the notebook (15 €ZKnonth) and the internet connection (100 CZknionth). The transfer
of the data is free of charge.

PAYMENT OF RENT (= PLATBA NAJEMNEHO):

We ask you to pay your rent always until the 20tlkeach preceeding month in the Accommodation Offinecash or by
card) or via bank transfer (from 2nd month of stay. Vétrnik Hall of Residence accepts the cash and caythpnts without
problems, so you do not need to start a Czech &eecdunt unless you wish to.

The exact amount to be paid will be announced miailearound the 10th of the preceeding month andoam find it also on
the Student Information System Website concerniogr yuniversity housing (includes overview of alluyopast rent

PLEASE, NOTE THAT THE RENT WILL BE SLIGHTLY DIFFERET EACH MONTH (= it is counted by the number of
days in each month so you shall pay less in ag86raonth than a 31-day-month). It also differs bgrger and longer stays.
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
