ARRIVAL OUTSIDE THE OFFICE HOURS OF THE ACCOMMODATION OFFICE: .

If'you arrive to Hvézda Hall of Residence outside the office hours of the Accommodation Office and have informed the halls
on time, the keys from your room (or a provisional overnight room in some late arrival cases) will be prepared for you at the
reception of bullding No. 1.

You are asked to visit the Accommodation Office on the next work day (during the office hours — see above) to sign your
Accommodation Contract. You will be requested to pay the rent for the remaining days in September/February; October/
March rent should have been covered by your transfer of deposit and approximate first month’s rent. The payment 1s possible
in cash (in Czech crowns) or by card.

Upon your arrival, a fresh set of bed Tinens will be prepared on your bed; pillow and blanket will be provided as well. You

PAYMENT OF RENT (= PLATBA NAJEMNEHO):

Hvézda Hall of
Residence would prefer bank transfer of the rent in the case you create a Czech bank account.

The exact amount to be paid will be announced via email around the 16th of the preceding month and you can find it also in
the Student Information System, on the website concerning your university housing (includes overview of all your past rent
payments): https://is.cuni.cz/koleje/platby/.
